Description: Training will gather up to 30 young people and youth workers from 8 european countries to work, learn and create together new ways and strategies of using media tools in their day to day work. The training is developed and will be conducted by the experts from European Youth4Media Network e.V, European association of 36 organisations from 24 countries working in the field of community media and civil society. This course aims to prepare and equip the participants with the skills required to produce their own video film. By the end of video journalism course you will be able to make video reports for web-TV within your own community. Training will be dedicated to both practical and theoretical knowledge and will use non formal educational methods.
